We are currently close to completion on the renovation of a prototype apartment, which upon
completion and evaluation, will be our template for future room improvements one apartment
at a time.

Recently, a number of businesses have opened new "for profit" halfway houses in the Community.
These businesses are naturally targeting individuals in recovery with the financial ability to meet
rent and any associated fees and guarantees immediately upon occupancy.

The very nature of this business model differs dramatically from how we approach the needs of
those men in early recovery, who need the structure and support Charlie's provides to return to the
workforce and life in general, armed with the tools, faith, and principles of Alcoholics Anonymous.

These new facilities have had little impact on Charlie's, as our occupancy has averaged 98% plus
since our last update. Our strong relationships with the local Detox Centers has allowed us to help
newly sober men as they search for employment and work through the early struggles of recovery.

Witnessing the transformation of those who grow and stay with us is our "profit", and a gift for
all of us who are a part of Charlie's and the Community. Thanks to all for your continued support.
